Summary of Quantitative Data

· All 14 officials who attended the training completed the survey 

· Breakdown of participants: Head Office = 4, Frances Baard District = 5, John Taolo Gaetsewe District = 3, Pixley Kaseme District = 1, ZF Mgcawu District = 1
· All the officials attended both of the training sessions
· All the officials indicated that the workshop had either exceeded (50%) or met (50%) their expectations 

·  All the officials rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as either very good or good on a four point scale (very good, good, average, poor). The three highest ‘very good’ rankings were for the: i) information provided, ii) session notes, and iii) demonstrations with learners (100% for all three of these rankings)
·  93% (12) of the officials indicated that the workshop had prepared them to implement the programme, while 7% (2) indicated that they were uncertain
·  All the officials were motivated to implement the programme: 93% were highly motivated and 7% were moderately motivated 
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Qualitative Feedback
· In all the workshops that I have attended I have not learnt anything new, but with this one, uuuh! I have learnt a lot!

· I wish I could start to implement the programme tomorrow.

· The methods that were demonstrated will really make a huge difference in our classes.

· I will implement it with my five year old son, who will be going to Grade R next year and see how it will benefits him.

· Thank you for sharing the BCP. Interesting to see what can be done when one teaches colour and shape using a structure and follows the steps to teach a concept.

· Learners need to understand the concept and not to be rushed, but (it might) take a week to teach one colour or one shape. 

· The resources help to develop the cognitive and reasoning skills of our learners.

· The programme could make a difference to teaching and learning. There is a need to support the practitioners as they are not on the right track currently. I am really motivated to take the programme forward. We need an approach to help our learners to develop cognitively.

· The BCs can be seen as a programme that develops understanding and mends (neural) pathways of the learners.

· The sessions were very motivating and exciting. I felt that I was really developing and (now I feel) equipped to face the challenge… when it comes to helping learners to read and write at an early stage.

· The workshop motivated me ... how to improve our learners’ language and to prepare our children for Grade 1.
· The trainer was competent, knowledgeable and confident. He motivated and inspired me to study further. I am going to register for a M.Ed. The programme might improve results in the Province.

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The participants identified the key theoretical and applied aspects of the BCP. This seems to indicate that the rationale for the programme was well understood by the majority of the officials.
