Summary of Quantitative Data

· Breakdown of participants: 
Star Literacy Project: 6
Die Bron Primary School: 9 (Grade R: 2, Grade 1: 1, Multi Grade 1&2: 1, Grade 3: 3, Grade 4: 2)
Other: 1 (Grade R from a nearby farm school)
· 100% of the participants indicated that the workshop had either exceeded (67%) their expectations or had met their expectations (33%).

· 100% of the participants were highly motivated to implement the programme.

· 100% of the participants indicated that they would welcome being coached/mentored inside the classroom: 50% felt very positive or positive about being coached inside the classroom.
· 95% of the participants rated the workshop (information presented, methods used, trainer's demonstrations, effectiveness of the trainer, etc.) as ‘very good’ on a four point scale, while 5% rated the workshop as ‘good’. The three highest (very good) ratings were given to the resources (100%), notes (100%) and to the trainer (100%), while the lowest very good ranking was for the opportunity to practice during the workshop (87%).
· The highest ratings for the practical arrangements were for the venue and refreshments (100% good) and the communication about the training (81% good), while lowest rating was for the day of the week selected for training (46% poor).
